Regarding North Carolina Agency Reports  Submitted to the Federal Government for the First ARRA Reporting (October 10, 2009)
(Additional reporting will be done on an ongoing, quarterly basis.)

Preliminary reports indicate that all state agencies made their reports on time and were received by the federal reporting site. The total jobs reflected in the state agencies’ reports are 24,442. The total does not include jobs reported directly to FederalReporting.gov by non-state agency recipients such as local governments and other local agencies.

The Council of Economic Advisers to the President has released their report on the ARRA jobs impact to date and they estimate that 31,500 jobs are being created or saved in NC. They take a macroeconomic approach in their estimations and attempt to incorporate the value of the funds going directly to individuals as well as the tax cuts in the act.
